While we are closer to a balanced budget
this year compared to last year, we still have
a deficit for the first two months. Fortu-
nately, our investments have done better and
we are able to take $11,000 from investment
income to apply towards the current deficit.
This is the first time we have used invest-
ment income to pay bills in many years.

However, we continue to monitor carefully
our expenses and encourage any opportunity
to increase our income. We have made total
reductions of $17,000 in our original budget
although most of these savings won’t come
until the last half of 2010.
