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Celebrating the Recovery and  
Rebuilding Campaign 

 

On Sunday, January 17th, we celebrated 
the completion of our five-year Recovery 
and Rebuilding Campaign.  It turned out 
that Bishop Hassinger was worshiping 
with us this Sunday as we celebrated.  
The first goal of that campaign was to pay 
off the debt on the sanctuary renovation.  
We did that within the first year.  In the 
subsequent years, we were able to do 
many other  projects around the church… 
 

· New windows throughout including 
the Education Building, the Office 
hallway, the kitchen, the Fireplace 
Room and the Fellowship Hall 

· New handicapped rest rooms by the 
kitchen also requiring replacing water 
and gas lines found to be leaking 

· Zoning the Education Building and 
reconfiguring the electric switches 

 

We reported a total of $455,337 raised in 
this campaign.  We thank everyone who 
gave so generously so that we could    
accomplish all of this.

Haiti Earthquake Appeal 
 

We have all been deeply touched by the 
great tragedy in Haiti following the  
earthquake on June 12th.  It has meant 
that the Winter VIM Teams from      
Wyoming Conference (with many per-
sons from our own congregation) won’t 
be able to go to Haiti until later.  For The 
United Methodist Church, two staff     
persons from the General Board of Global 
Ministries were killed when the Montana 
Hotel collapsed.   A volunteer missionary 
from Highland Park UMC in Dallas was 
also killed.  But, fortunately, many other 
United Methodists in Haiti were safe. 
 

Churches in the Wyoming Conference are 
receiving a special offering to support the 
work of our Haiti Partnership (which  
Pastor Roger chairs) and UMCOR.  
Funds received will be used 100% for  
relief.  Thus far, we have received 
$16,671.  You are invited to add to the 
offering we received in January.  Mail 
your check to the church office or put it in 
the offering plate made out to “Endwell 
UMC” and marked “Haiti Relief”. 
 

Please pray for all of those affected by the 
earthquake.  May God’s blessing come to 
them through the work of many who are 
now in Haiti providing immediate relief 
and others, including from our church, 
who will be going later to help.  It will 
take years of work to help the people of 
Haiti recover.

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End of Year Finance Report 
 

We ended 2009 with a deficit of $24,617 
even without paying our apportionments for 
November and December.  We used $20,000 
in our Reserved Fund to cover most of this 
deficit. 
 

As we plan for 2010, Finance Committee (in 
consultation with Staff-Parish Relations 
Committee) recommended and Church 
Council agreed to reduce the 2010 Ministry 
Plan by $17,000 over the original plan.  This 
will reduce our budget by 4.92% over 2009 
to $335,989. 
 

The reductions are as follows: 
· Not pay the pastor’s personal share of 

his/her health insurance beginning July 
1st saving $2,150 

· Not pay a housing allowance unless the 
parsonage is rented beginning July 1st 
saving $6,000 

· Eliminate paying salary and expense  
account for Pastor Emeritus beginning 
July 1st saving $3,600 

· Reduce Building Maintenance line item 
in Trustee’s Budget with trustees using 
earnings from Ottaway Fund for most 
maintenance costs saving $5,000 

 

We still anticipate a gap of $21,560 between 
our Ministry Plan and anticipated income.  
We encourage persons who are now giving 
to the Building Fund to give to the General 
Fund.  With careful monitoring of spending 
and second mile giving from the members of 
the congregation, we hope to be able to    
balance our expenses with  income in 2010.
