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Memorial Gifts 
 

We are using several memorial gifts to 
provide new opportunities to use visuals 
through Power Point, projectors and 
screens.  In the past, when needed, we 
have borrowed these items from the   
Conference Center but with the new con-
ference configurations, this may not as 
easy an option. 
 

A large screen will be installed in the 
sanctuary to be lowered when in use.  It 
will not be visible when not in use.  How-
ever, it will be in front of the cross when 
in use as this is the only place for a screen 
large enough to be seen from the back of 
the sanctuary.  There will also be a screen 
that the choir can see from their seats.  
The screen is being paid for through a 
special gift from one of our families.  The 
projector to be used with it is being     
purchased through memorials for Pete 
Gibbore and George Kenien with the   
approval of their families. 
 

A smaller projector and screen have also 
been purchased from the memorial funds 
of Carl Gruver to be used elsewhere in 
the church. 
 

We hope both of these additions will be 
used often and will help us enrich both 
our worship and our opportunities for 
growth and education.

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January Finance Report 
 

We have both good and bad news for our 
finances at the end of January.  The good 
news is that we received $29,974       
compared to $21,551 last January.  But 
this was a five Sunday month and we had 
a one-time gift of $4,000.  The bad news 
is that expenses were also up this year—
$32,587 compared with $32,121 last year.  
The very good news is that we have     
received over $17,000 for Haiti Relief 
which reminds us when people see the 
need, they respond very generously! 
 

The concern is that we continue to       
operate at a deficit relying on our contin-
gency fund to cover the deficit.  But that 
fund has been reduced from $40,000 a 
couple of years ago to just $17,494 as we 
begin 2010.  That is not enough to even 
cover the expected deficit this year. In 
response, we have reduced our Ministry 
Plan already by over $17,000.  We are 
also seeking ways to increase our income 
and minimize our expenses.  We are also 
planning to use special gifts (such as our 
Memorial Fund—see the article on page 
2) rather than our General Budget when 
possible.  But, we solicit everyone for 
their assistance and their ideas.
