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We thank everyone for your continued generous support of the ministries of the church 
in 2009.  While our income has remained static in comparison to 2008, our expenses 
have been higher than last year.  This is creating a serious cash flow difficulty.  As the 
Finance Committee reviewed expenses at their March meeting, there were reasons both 
to celebrate and reasons for caution.  For example, we want to celebrate the fact that we 
sent 11 persons to Haiti in February.  The Missions Ministry Team authorized over 
$1600 in January to help pay for these persons (additional money had been sent in     
December) to go to Haiti.  This was an increase over previous years but one to         
celebrate!  On the other hand, we have also paid over $10,400 for natural gas and about 
$2,500 to NYSEG for utilities through the third week in March.  This represents half of 
a month’s income!  This is also an increase from previous years due to the severe cold  
temperatures.  We continue to replace windows as we have funds available to make our 
facilities more energy efficient.  We have also arranged to have an energy audit        
conducted to help us find other places to save on our heating bills.  The Trustees       
continue to seek ways to save money on our utilities (including having our Lenten     
services in the Fellowship Hall each Wednesday which was already being heated for the 
soup supper rather than the sanctuary which would require heating another space.)  As 
funds are received for our Building Fund, we will be replacing the last of our old      
windows—in the Fireplace Room and Fellowship Hall.  
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EFT PROGRAM EXPANDS 
 

Our EFT (Electronic Fund Transfer) Program continues to add more participants.  We 
have many people who provide their financial support to the church with an automatic 
transfer from their bank account to the church’s account.  This can be done weekly, 
semi-monthly or monthly.  There is no cost to the participants and minimal cost to the 
church.  It provides for a steady stream of income for the church and the knowledge for 
participants that their support to the church continues even when they are out of town or 
unable to attend services.  For more information, contact the church office.

In this world, that is 
the power of God through the Holy Spirit working in me to will and to work for His 
good pleasure."  By teaching and practicing the means of grace is how a congregation 
keeps its baptismal promise to live as a faithful disciple of Jesus Christ.

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Summer Camp at Sky Lake 
 
 
 

 
For some, Sky Lake Camp and Retreat Center is the jewel of the United Methodist 
Church in this area. Each summer hundreds of children and special needs adults spend a 
fun-filled week at camp, swimming, playing games, sitting around campfires and learn-
ing camp songs. Nearing my tenth year of directing camp, it is the highlight of my sum-
mer. My teenagers have both been attending camps since their elementary years and ea-
gerly await the arrival of the schedule each February. 
 
If you’d never thought about camp for your children (or yourself!), think 
about it this year. Camping ministry is designed to be a foundation part of 
spiritual development for both children and teens. It is a week long       
process of getting to know yourself and learning to love others in a    
Christian community. Experienced adults along with young adult counsel-
ors spend time mentoring the campers into a deeper spiritual                 
understanding of what it means to be Christian while they are making new 
friends and having an amazing amount of fun. It doesn’t hurt, either to 
have a week away from the noise of their I-Pod, Wii, Xbox or TV. 
 
Many of the ‘graduates’ of Sky Lake will tell me what a life changing event summer 
camp was for them. For some, camping helps them understand their call in life; for oth-
ers, camping builds their self-esteem; and for a few, it gives their life meaning. Most of 
all, campers make life-long friendships and savory memories long into adulthood. Two-
night, three-day camps are available for kids finishing grades 1-3 – called Try Camp – 
it’s exactly that – time for kids and parents alike to try a few days apart. From 3rd 
through 12th grade, week long camps keep kids busy and active around Sky Lake. Please 
check out the brochure this year and make this summer one to remember. Questions can 
be directed to the Pastor Peggi.
