With the expected splitting of the      
Wyoming Conference along state 
lines, this is the last year for a full An-
nual   Conference.  Next year, there 
will be a one-day session and then 
sessions in the new conferences.  
Our lay member is Sally Vazquez.  
Our senior choir is singing at the    
Friday evening service.  And we will 
be presenting a sizable check as part 
of the Great Fifty Day offering to sup-
port the Friends of Zimbabwe and 
Haiti Partnership.  Please remember 
in prayer the work being done as we 
prepare for a new structure beginning 
in July 2010. 

Recovery and Rebuilding 
 

With the very generous support of the 
congregation, we are able to proceed 
with some of the work needed on the 
building.  The Board of Trustees are 
soliciting three bids for renovation of 
the rest rooms by the kitchen to make 
them handicapped accessible.  We 
currently have $45,000 in the bank for 
this project.  We hope to award this 
bid this month with the work to be 
done this summer. 
 

We have also received a memorial to 
pay for new windows for the Fireplace 
Room and have awarded a bid to 
Howard   Quality Window and Siding, 
Inc.  We are currently soliciting       
donations to proceed with also replac-
ing the windows in the Fellowship 
Hall.  This bid is $22,000 and we   
currently have about $15,000.  Your 
gift to the Building Fund will help 
make it possible to have this work 
done this summer or early fall.  
 

The Trustees have decided to close 
off the transom windows in both the 
Fireplace Room and Fellowship Hall.  
They found it to be very expensive to 
replace and we also have difficulty 
darkening both rooms to use films, 
videos, etc.  The work will be done by 
members of the congregation to be 
coordinated by Dave Alexander.  If 
you can help, please let him or the 
church office know. 

General Budget Deficit 
 

Through April, our expenses for our  
General Budget are $33,352 more than 
our receipts.  This compares with a deficit 
of $18,124 for the same period in 2008.  
We have used reserved funds to pay all 
bills in full including our Ministry Shares 
to the Conference.  Your generous      
support is needed as we enter the summer 
months when our income is often less 
than usual.  In the meantime, the Finance 
Committee continues to monitor our    
financial situation as we try to conserve 
resources during these challenging times.
