I Wonder as I Wander. . .
Praying While Observing Surfing
By Bishop Suszan W. Hassinger

Cne of tha blessings of being able to exparience a silant retreat is thagrivile a of
allowing everything to become part of one's praying. Prayer is baing with God to the
cora of our being, not just the words we or think. Late in August | had such a
privilege for 2 days along the Atlantic coast north of Boston,

Hurricana Bill was approaching offshore on about tha second day, churning up the
water in high waves at the entrance to the cove on which the retreat house is located.
A group of surfars had mada their way to this mﬁin%. clad in their dark body suits and
camying their surfboards. It was not raining at that time, but the wind was strong and
the waves crashed against the rocky shoraline with frothy whitecaps,

| sat for a tima on a chair on the grassy area above tha shoraline, observing the
action of the surfars. Although | do not know the science or art of surfing, it was
apparant that these ware risk-takers who ware out on a day when the Coast Guard had
recommandad that no boats be out and no swimmers in the ocean, a day whan they
warnad about possibility of dangerous riptides.

| sbsarved a riwthim in their actions. Paddling out 1o wheara the biggest waves began,
chotsing a wave and riding in. Thay seemed to altemate betwean letting a wave move
tham up and down and forward, and being pushad down (o jumping off as the wave
nearad the rocky area, hidden by the tide). Sometimes they lay down on the boards, as
the wave carried tham in. Cthears stood up on the board, whan they had chosen a wave to
ridea, Thosa who stood sometimes seemad to lean back into the waves coming at their
backs, and ride the top of the wave a5 it came in. At one point, it appearad that ona
surfar saamed to face the waves as thay came in, detarmining whether this was one to be
ricdclan, or decide that it was one to float over top, The riding of the waves always encled
with the surfar in the water, finding the board, Iy nﬁ on it, and paddling hard with their
amre back out to whera the big waves began - at the edge of the cova. That ratum trip
looke] to ke tiring.  But some of the surfers did it time and time again.

Sowhera's the prayer in obsaring that? As | watched, with a desire to b alert to what
Gl might be showing me, | thought of a book that | had recantly read — The Graat
Emergance: How Christianity 13 Changing and Why, bﬁr Phigllis Tickla, 1t is a short book that
descnbes the tramendous changss in the Christian Church acress the canturias, in an
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appr-:-;-:ir‘natel:.r every-o00uyear cycle. The last great transformation was the “Graat
Raformation.” With examples from the past century and into the current one, Tickle
describes the huge waves of changs which we are expanancing, related to sciance and
culture ard international shifts. Thea struggles we daal with at the local and annual
confarenca and ganeral church levals are part of a huge ccean of charge of which we are
part. When we are soimmersad in the ocgan, it's hard to understand whera thoss currarts
and undlartows ara coming from. Tickle describes soma of the waves that have bean part
of this new transformation, which she calls “The Great Emergence.” She suggests whera
these waves are moving the church in the future, &nd | sensad that she is inviting us to
s whara God is in the midst of this stormy time of changa.

Thara wera sevaral things that came to mind as | prayed whila watching the surfing

ared considering the storminess we axparianca in the church, and the waves of change in
this time of confarence reconfigurations:

* Face into the waves as they are coming, so that you know what you're riding!
Although 've never been on a surfbcard in my life — and don't intend to! -
sometimeas life in tha church ard leading in the church feals like a stormmiy day,
whara the waves are white and frothy and crashing in. The waves of change and
of difficult situations seam to coma so frequantly and sometimes furiously that
tha church or the leader must discam which are the ones most important to “ride
in,” and which ones are nat ripe, or would divert tha attertion from what is most
essantial or impartant.  Learning to raad and understand those waves, and not
just to raact to tham, is important. Riding of the waves of changa raquires
praverful discernment, not just alone, but together with othears.

#  The surfer depends on the board to carry him'her in, and to be the foundation for
moving out into the next incoming waves. For us, that foundation is our trust in
God, A prayer that | wrote in my journal that day was this: “Christ, be my board,
tha ona to whom | cling in the surfing of thesa uncharted waters. Help me to
cling to you, when that's appropriate and necessary, and to stand tall in the
assuranca of your foundation when that is required. Give me couraga to rest on
¥1:-u and in you whan paddling out to meet the next waves. | trust you to providea

he anargy and strangth for the journey.”

+ [Be atientve to the waves coming in as you are paddling out again! But don't get
thrown off the board by tham. Soma of the surfars soe to be battar than
othars, perhaps a bit mor relaxed, in crossing over the waves coming in as th
wara on their boards and paddling cut. Cne surfer got thrown off the board an
irto the water in the process of that outward-bound journay, Others seamad to
navigata the incoming waves with relative easa. That reminded me of how aasy it
is to become anxious about the reactivity that oftan comes as wa deal with charnge.

Do you ever feal as though you are surfing high wavas in your congragation, in the
annual confarenca? In this yaar of transition, with mag].r waves of change at man¥
levels, wa ara not along in our “surfing the waves.” God is ever with us. Wea migh
avan find the surfing enjoyalle when we ask, “God, whare ara you in the midst of
this?" Wa might discover that locking for God's presance in the midst of tha change
might halp us to survive rathar than to gat thrown into the rocks.
